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The Flute on its Feet

bringing dance, theater and storytelling into flute performance

WORKSHOP

In this workshop, Zara Lawler introduces participants to the basic principles of interdisciplinary performance, and to collaboratively create a mini-performance piece.  We will cover both creating new works from the ground up as well as re-interpreting existing works to include extra-musical elements. The final collaboration will include participant-created elements, as well as a haiku by Matsuo Basho and a small section from Edie Hill’s This Floating World for solo flute.

The workshop will include basic movement and theater exercises adapted to include the flute, thus exploring the various possible relationships among the different performance genres.  We will begin with a thorough physical warm-up.  Next, to get creative juices flowing, we will play various theater and music games:

· Transformations (using instruments as props)

· Body playing (free improvisation to match the body movements of a volunteer) 

· Reverse body playing (movement improvisation to Edie Hill’s This Floating World)

· Music machines (musical and physical gestures created simultaneously)

Finally, we will collaboratively create a new interdisciplinary work, based on a haiku by the Japanese poet Matsuo Basho (text below), excerpts from Hill’s This Floating World (inspired by the haiku), and the imaginations of workshop participants.
