Theory, Practice and Performance 

More and more, musicians are expected to perform from memory, and doing so is also an essential component in interdisciplinary work.  As a companion to The Flute on its Feet, Lawler offers this lecture on memorization.  Performing music without the concrete visual support of the written score can be both an empowering and a frightening experience.  Lawler has developed a methodical and effective technique for memorization, a framework that helps to take the fear out of the equation.  

The talk will focus on Lawler’s method of memorization, the ideas behind it, and the various skills that support successful memory work.   Also included will be a demonstration of the technique, and additional time will be spent on some general practice techniques and principles that are crucial underpinnings for successful memorization work.  She will also cover some of the reasons why playing from memory is so effective for both the student and the audience.
